How to Teach Vocabulary
 
The following tips could be useful to teach vocabulary items effectively:
 
1. Present words with pictures from the Word List. You can present them with flashcards, Slide shows, drawings and writing words on the board. (Visual Stimuli).
2. Read the words aloud and have them repeat them after you.
3. Translate the words to their mother tongue (Hebrew or Arabic)
4. Attach context to vocabulary. It can be done in an example that you provide:

5. Let your students’ voices be heard. Tell them to read the words aloud and practice the correct pronunciation. After the class chorus, they can practice in pairs. Have them repeat the words in different manners: Hebrew to English and English to Hebrew.

· Let them copy the words in their notebooks (only if you have enough time).
· Put the new word in context again. Read a story with them or a suggested activity.
· Play games to practice the new vocabulary.
· You can draw pictures on a whiteboard/piece of paper and have them say the word in English, or vice-versa.

Instructions for Vocabulary Games 
Dominoes 
Shuffle the cards and give 5 “word dominoes” to each player. Place the remaining tiles off to the side of the playing area.
The Play: The player lays down any domino in the center of the playing area. The player to the left then lays down a domino from his hand with a matching end or pass if he cannot.
Players must lay down a domino if he is able to do. Play continues until someone dominoes, or until no one has a legitimate play.
Bingo
1. Print out different BINGO cards for each child plus a call sheet.  Cut out the call sheet and put the squares into a hat or bowl. 
2. Hand out one Bingo card to each child (each card should be different).
3. The caller should pull out one image, describe it and show it to the children. 
4. The children will then place pennies, rocks, fun foam pieces or something similar on the called image if it is on their card.  (You can also make your own markers.)
5. Once a predetermined pattern is made on a card, the child with that card calls out BINGO!
5 Minute Bingo
Same as regular BINGO, but students only need to get all three in a row on their BINGO card.
Memory Game
1. Print and mix up the cards.
2. Lay them in rows, face down.
3. Turn over any two cards.
4. If the two cards match, keep them.
5. If they don't match, turn them back over.
6. Remember what was on each card and where it was.
7. Watch and remember during the other player's turn.
8. The game is over when all the cards have been matched.
