Teaching new material: Lesson 2: a 


1. Optional: Make a card for the letter (A,a) (red line on top front because it’s a vowel).

The back is divided into two parts because “a” has two sounds: short and long. 
Suggested clue words: (ă): apple,  (ā): alien.
