View the story read aloud from Mrs. Clark’s Reading Corner on YouTube:

Read the story again and act out the story:

Act out the motions of digging with a shovel, planting the seed, pulling up the weeds, sprinkling the ground with water, and pushing the wheelbarrow. Pause occasionally to ask questions. 

For example:

Pause after the brother says “It won’t come up.” 
Ask, Did you wonder if your seed would grow? Why didn’t you think so?
Pause after you read, “But he still pulled up the weeds around it every day and sprinkled the ground with water.” 
Point to the watering can and ask, Does the boy think the carrot will come up? How do you know?
Explain to children that weeds are plants that people don’t want in their gardens. (The boy is planting a carrot seed so he doesn’t want any other plants in his garden.)

Main task: Worksheet with gradual practice of the words:
1. Match the words with their translation.
2. Complete sentences with the correct words.
3. Make-up your own sentences (gradually).
4. Three ready-made games with the target vocabulary:
· Memory card game - directions and blank cards are in the “How to Teach Vocabulary” handouts
· Grow a Tree Game - see last box in this lesson

	Grow a Tree Game

Materials: simple outline drawing of a tree on white paper, cut-out circles/apples on red paper, Questions - Set 1, Questions - Set 2, Answers - Set 1, Answers - Set 2

Here are the questions - also in the slide show:

1)	What did the little boy want to do?
2)	What did the little boy’s mother tell him?
3)	What did his father say?
4) 	What did the little boy do after he planted the carrot seed?
5)	What did the brother say? 
6)   What did the little boy pull up every day?
7)	Does the boy think the seed will grow?
8)	How do you know the boy thinks the seed will grow? 
9)   	What happened in the end?
10) 	What is the message (מסר) of the story?

Directions:

Each student gets 10 paper apples. Each student has a simple drawing of a tree in front of them on white paper. 
Each student gets half (5) of the questions. 
One student asks the other student questions.
If the pair partner gets it right, he/she gets to put an apple on her/his tree.

What is the name of the story? The Carrot Seed
What color is a carrot? A carrot is orange. 

1)	What did the little boy want to do? He wanted to grow a carrot.
2)	What did the little boy’s mother tell him? I’m afraid it won’t come up.
3)	What did his father say? I’m afraid it won’t come up.
4) 	What did the little boy do after he planted the carrot seed? He watered it and pulled the weeds.
5)	What did the brother say? His brother said it won’t come up.
6)       What did the little boy pull up every day? He pulled weeds every day.
7)	Does the boy think the seed will grow? Yes he thinks it will grow.  
8)	How do you know the boy thinks the seed will grow? I know because he didn’t give up, because he watered it...
9)   	What happened in the end? In the end, a carrot came up.
10) 	What is the message (מסר) of the story? The message is don’t give up, be patient, good things come to those who wait…
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
