[bookmark: _GoBack]Have all students sit in a circle, or two or three different circles if there are more than 10 students. (groups of 7-10)
Come up with a sentence of sufficient length and complexity. It can be an idiom in English. (Example. "Don't put all you eggs in one basket") Don't tell all the students the sentence!
Whisper the sentence to the student on your right. 
That student will whisper what they heard to the student on their right.
Repeat that until all of the students have heard a sentence. 
The last student repeats to the rest of the class what they heard.
Usually the sentence has changed quite a bit. Explain what the original sentence was. Talk about what the idiom means.


You can repeat this game several times, giving another student a sentence for them to start out with.
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
