	Lesson Format: Suggested Activities                                                      Time Slots 

	Motivational Hook/engagement/introduction 
· Engage the students in a short conversation (welcome, how are you?, talk about the weather, sing the ABC song etc…)

· Introduce the students to the letters/sound you’re teaching today
	(5 min)

	During/working on it/action (Hands on): What the students are doing
· Print the story and Word List for each student and for yourself. 

· Teach the students the new vocabulary (See Word List). 

· Then, read the story to them slowly with correct pronunciation and dictation.

 Vocabulary Teaching Tips 

The following tips could be useful to teach vocabulary items effectively:

1. Present words with pictures from the Word List (Visual Stimuli).

2. Read the words aloud and have them repeat them after you.

3. Translate the words to their mother tongue (google translate Hebrew or Arabic)

4. Attach context to vocabulary. It can be done in an example that you provide:

The basket is big.           

           The cat is thin. 

5. Let your students’ voices be heard. Tell them to read the words aloud and practice the correct pronunciation

6. Have them repeat the words in different manners:

           Hebrew to English

           English to Hebrew 

More suggestions that you may find effective:

Point at a picture and have them translate it into their mother tongue.

7. Let them copy the words in their notebooks (only if you have enough time).

8. Put the new word in context again. Read the story with them (see story attached).

9. Play games to practice the new vocabulary (see game attached).

10. You can also draw pictures on a whiteboard/piece of paper and have them say the word in English, or vice-versa.

Concentration Game – משחק ריכוז
Equipment: Game board, one to four soldiers of the same color per player, and a set of word cards to replace dice. Up to four players can play.

Preparing the game:

1. Each cell in the table of words is a card. Glue the intact sheet of words to colored paper, cover with clear contact paper if desired, then cut apart.

2. Two boards are provided: the first for a black and white printer, for you to color in, and the second for a color printer. Print the one you need. If you are coloring the board, use the color version for guidance and color the circles, ladders, and arrows accordingly.

3. For durability, glue on poster board, then laminate both the cards and game board. The board is reusable; for future lessons, just prepare appropriate cards.

4. “Soldiers” may be purchased in educational materials shops, or use four-of-a-kind buttons, coins, etc.

How to play:

1. Each player gets a colored square.

2. Each player stands in one corner of the board according to his chosen color. Each soldier exits its corner on its own colored arrow.

3. A player picks a card from the pack, reads it, and moves his soldier on the squares around the game board according to the number of letters on the card. 

4. “Doubles”: If a player picks a card in which a letter, word, or words appear twice, he continues and has another turn.

5. If, while playing, a player reaches a square on which a different colored soldier already stands, the opponent's soldier is bumped and he must start at the beginning.

6. After going around the board a soldier must make it home by ascending the ladder of his corresponding color.  An exact number is needed to enter the home space in the middle of the board.  

The winner is the first one to bring his soldier home!
איך לשחק:

1. כל שחקן מקבל ריבוע צבעוני.

4. "זוגות": אם שחקן בוחר קלף שבו אות, מילה או מילים שמופיעים פעמיים, הוא ממשיך ויש לו עוד תור.

5. אם שחקן מגיע לריבוע שעליה עומד חייל אחר, החייל שכבר שם חייב להזיז את חיילו להתחלה וממשיך מההתחלה.

6. לאחר שהלכתם סביב על הלוח, החייל מגיע הביתה על-פי סולם הצבע המתאים. צריך מספר מדויק כדי להגיע לשטח הבית באמצע הלוח.

המנצח הוא הראשון להביא את חיילו הביתה!
